NATIONAL BREWERS COMPETITION AWARD WINNERS ANNOUNCED  

Edmonton’s Kurt Stenberg was awarded the prestigious gold medal for the 
Homebrewer of the Year at the 2008 ALES Open Homebrewing Competition, held in 
Regina April 8 to 13.  Kurt is a member of the Edmonton Homebrewer’s Guild (EHG).   

The award, sponsored by Paddock Wood Brewing in Saskatoon, is based on a point 
system for medal winning entries in all 28 categories of homebrewed beer, cider and 
mead.  Kurt will have one of his winning recipes commercially brewed and sold by 
Paddock Wood. 

The silver medal in the Homebrewer of the Year event went to Saskatoon’s  
Walter Dobrowney, and the bronze to Mark Nesdoly of Edmonton (EHG).   

The gold medal in the Best of Show event, sponsored by the Bushwakker Brewpub, 
for the best single homebrew entry in the competition was also won by Kurt Stenberg.  
Kurt will have his Kolsch beer commercially brewed and sold by the Bushwakker 
Brewpub. 

Best of Show silver medal went to Edmonton’s Mark Nesdoly (EHG) for his Eisbock, 
while the bronze medal went to Regina’s Rick August (ALES) for his American Pale 
Ale. 

Mead Maker of the Year was awarded to AJ Rorabeck from the Members of 
Barleyment.  Silver and bronze medals went to Regina’s Kevin Bedel (ALES), and Kurt 
Stenberg respectively. 

The gold medal in the Cider Maker of the Year went to Montreal’s Teklad Pavisian 
(MontreAlers), the silver to Regina’s Mark Heise (ALES) and the bronze to Mark 
Nesdoly. 

This year’s Club of the Year award, which is based on total medals by club, was won 
by the Edmonton Homebrewer’s Guild.  1st and 2nd runners up were the Regina ALES 
club, and the Winnipeg Brew Bombers respectively. 

Gold, silver and bronze medals were also awarded in 28 style categories of beer, cider 
and mead.  Medal winners in the Regina competition qualify to enter the National 
Homebrewers Competition to be held in Cincinnati, OH in June 19 - 21.  Medal 
winners in individual style categories were as follows:
